Eugene
Peterson, in a very insightful book, reminded me of the first Creation story in &eneand there was evening
and there was morning....” followed by the number of each consecutive day. Instead gfltlegidaing (in
Hebrew minds) at daybreak, it begins in the evening. The Hebrew biblical “dgiyisbehen we are the most
exhausted and most in need of rest. Therefore the day begins when we are |¢aspaiolé our energy “doing”
something, and instead must await something that will happen without our effort.

That is as good a definition of Grace as | can think of.

God, at the beginning of God’s day, is working miracles during the darkness wtaleevasleep. When we
awake, we awake not to begin defining our day, but to step into the daylight of what Gdebadg begun, en-
tirely without our input and while we were completely powerless and cluelksbaremains is for us to figure
out how we will be effective servants in the affairs of the day.

What | pray that whatever Lent reveals to you this year will be done as $abvides an evening meal and
worship time for you. Come exactly BECAUSE you are at your most hungry edditire of the day. Come
because you have little energy left to “do” something and therefore when e wiost susceptible to what
the Holy Spirit can do within you. Come and experience these worship evenings as @uulimpef your day.
Rest into the Holy Spirit. Perhaps, by God'’s grace, a new spiritual pattefa cdri begin for you.
